Theme: Minibeasts and Changes
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This half term we will be learning and finding out the creatures that live in our gardens. Such as, worms, caterpillars, butterflies, spiders, ants and centipedes. We will also be investigating how to plant and grow a seed and the life cycle of a butterfly. We are going to explore what other animals we can find in the woods and read the story of ‘The Gruffalo’. 
Words to learn this half term:

Egg, caterpillar, chrysalis, butterfly, frogspawn, tadpole, froglet, frog, stem, petal, flower, plant, soil, water, rain, sun, grow, legs, wings, tail, fly, crawl, wriggle, behind, under, inside, spider, web, fly
We will be using all of our senses to explore some exciting activities such as: cooking, planting, drama, and arts and crafts
Visits
During this half term are hoping for a visit from the bug man! He will be bringing lots of interesting bugs and creatures for the children to experience first hand.
   Maths

This half term we will be continuing to look at the language used to describe shapes. We are going to be making lots of models such as bug hunting devices, binoculars and caterpillars using junk modelling materials.  We will be discussing what shapes we need and what would work best as we create! 
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We will be continuing to practise counting numbers to 10 and beyond and counting out objects from groups of different sizes. 

We will be introducing the children to the days of the week in our story of The Hungry Caterpillar!
