Year 1 Curriculum News – Summer 1 2021

In year 1 this half term your child will be learning the following:
English:

· Beginning to use question marks and exclamation marks. 
· Writing information texts about different animals.
· Using words, labels and pictures to describe people and scenarios.
· Choosing appropriate words to complete sentences.
· Joining sentences using the words, and, but and because. 
Maths:
Place value – numbers up to 50 and beginning to count above 50
· Count to and across 50 forwards and backwards, beginning with 0 or 1, or from any given number

· Given a number, identify one more and one less. 
· Begin to identify 2, 5, & 10 more/less than a given number. 
· Identify and represent numbers using objects and pictorial representations including the number line, and use the language of: equal to, more than, less than (fewer), most, least

· Read and write numbers from 1 to 20 in numerals and words. Begin to write numbers beyond 20 in words. 
Number – addition & subtraction (within 50)

· Read, write and interpret mathematical statements involving addition (+), subtraction (–), multiplication (x) and equals (=) signs

· Represent and use number bonds and related subtraction facts within 20. 
· Recall number bonds to 10. 
· Add and subtract one-digit and two-digit numbers to 10/20, including zero

· Solve one-step problems that involve addition and subtraction, using concrete objects and pictorial representations, and missing number problems such as 7 = ? – 9.
· Count in 2s, 5s and 10s. 

Helping your child at home
· Encourage them to write labels for things in the home –e.g. table, chair, bed

· Help them to write captions for family photos – e.g. This is my brother and my uncle.

· Practise counting to 100 in ones and then in 2s and 10s

· Order and write numbers to 100

· Read books and write some words to describe the characters in them. 
· Practise the termly spellings and common exception words 
· Talk about the date -e.g. Today is Tuesday what day is tomorrow going to be? Etc.
Geography
Our School and the Local Area 
We will be continuing to learn about school and the local area & completing simple map work. We will be comparing our school and local area to other places in the UK and the world. 
Science 
We will be learning about the five senses and what we use them for.     
PSHE
We will be comparing what we can do now compared to when we were babies and toddlers. We will also be looking at what foods are healthy and why it is important to keep ourselves healthy. 

RE: What does it mean to belong to a faith community?   

We will learn the significant symbols and ceremonies over different religions.
