Year 3: Curriculum News – Summer Term 1 2021

In Y3 this half term your child will be learning the following:

English - we will be continuing this half term with a carefully planned curriculum which will plug any gaps in learning which may have occurred over the last few weeks as well as moving pupils on into their current year group objectives   
· Greek myths & legends

· Newspaper reports & recounts 

· Writing narratives, descriptions & instructions

· Poetry  
How you can support your child: 

· Listen to them read at home, ask them questions about their book and encourage reading for pleasure.  To help your child to improve their reading, encourage them to read at least three times a week and get their reading record signed each time. 
· Research Greek myths, what they are and their significance. 
· Read books by a variety of authors both fiction and non-fiction.
· Read as many real life instructions as possible – DIY, recipes, arts and crafts etc.
· Help them to complete their homework.
· Practise their spellings with them.
· Listen to them reading poetry out loud.
· Discuss the weekly Big Talk and plan your child’s writing with them.
Our day for changing reading books is MONDAY & library books every fortnight on FRIDAYS. 
All reading books must be in school DAILY and left in school every THURSDAY. 
Maths -we will be continuing this half term with a carefully planned curriculum which will plug any gaps in learning which may have occurred over the last few weeks as well as moving pupils on into their current year group objectives   
Time, measures & statistics (including revision of key number work, multiplication and division facts and Club 99) 
How you can support your child

· Practise mental maths skills at home regularly, particularly times tables. It is important that pupils know their times tables and can recall the corresponding division facts 
e.g. 6 x 4 = 24, 24 ÷ 6 = 4.

· Encourage your child to use maths in everyday life. For example, counting out money to pay in shops, reading bus or television timetables, sharing out treats equally or weighing out ingredients. 

· Use cash and explore money and the value of each denomination

· Practice telling the time, reading timetables and time keeping.

· Encourage your child/play games with them – maths snap, hit the button, bingo etc.

Science 
Areas of Study: How plants grow 
How you can support your child:
· Discuss the plants, their appearance and what they need to grow.

· Keep a plant diary

· Do some planting of your own – some vegetables or even herbs!

· Research all about plants and their parts.

Topic – World War 2 (WW2) 
Introducing the historic events that led to the outbreak of the Second World War. Placing events on a timeline that will grow throughout the topic and build understanding of the chronology of the war. Looking at and experience through role play the early events of the war from a child’s perspective.
How you can support your child: 

· Encourage them to discuss with you what they have learnt in their history topic.

· Help them to do library or internet research about WW2 

· Make an information book together: All About World War 2 

· Discuss how children would have felt being evacuated, separated from their parents and loved ones and sent to a new home.

PE
Pupils will be doing PE every THURSDAY. 

Please ensure that your child comes to school in their PE kit. They must bring in their jumper and coat as well as their book bags. 

As pupils are not permitted to wear any jewellery for PE it helps if earrings and other jewellery are not worn to school on the PE day.  

Homework
Some homework will be given via Google Classroom – please ensure your child logs on every Friday to check what home learning / assignments are on there 

Every Friday your child will be given:

· Big Talk 

· A piece of reading homework to supplement their reading books.
· Maths & literacy work linked to learning in class.
· Topic/science specific work
· A set of spellings/rules and/or phonics to be learnt for a weekly test.
Please ensure your child reads at home at least three times each week and you sign their reading record on each occasion
