Year 1 Curriculum News – Spring Term 1 2021

In Year 1 this half term your child will be learning the following:

English

· Send for a Superhero by Michael Rosen and Katharine McEwen in which children create their own superheroes and use them to defeat ‘baddies’ set to destroy their school. During the sequence, they write letters and emails asking for help, create wanted posters, generate character descriptions for their invented superheroes and theN create their own version of the Send for the Superhero story
· Information texts, pupils will learn to:

· Know information books are factual.
· Find information from a non-fiction book
· Know a glossary defines particular words in a non-fiction book

· Select suitable words for a glossary

· Publish a non-fiction book

· Poems about senses, pupils will: learn to:
· Identify the five senses.

· Compose a sentence to describe a sensory experience

· Write a correctly punctuated sentence
· Identify their favourite poem and give a reason to justify their opinion

· Review a poem

· Share their thoughts and ideas with peers

Mathematics 
Measurement – weight/capacity

· Compare, describe and solve practical problems for:

· mass/weight [for example, heavy/light, heavier than, lighter than] 

· capacity and volume [for example, full/empty, more than, less than, half, half full, quarter]

Money – addition & subtraction

· Recognise and know the value of different denominations of coins and notes 

· Add and subtract one-digit and two-digit numbers to 20/50, including zero

· Solve one-step problems that involve addition and subtraction, using concrete objects and pictorial representations, and missing number problems such as 7 = ? – 9.

Place value – numbers up to 50

· Count to and across 50, forwards and backwards, beginning with 0 or 1, or from any given number

· Count, read and write numbers to 50 in numerals; count in multiples of twos, fives and tens

· Given a number, identify one more and one less

· Identify and represent numbers using objects and pictorial representations including the number line, and use the language: equal to, more than, less than (fewer), most, least 

Geography 
Animals around the world: To locate and name the seven continents, to learn about national animals of various countries and to learn about hot and cold places in relation to the Earth’s equator.
History
Intrepid Explorers: To be able to compare the lives and achievements of Christopher Columbus and Neil Armstrong

Science

Everyday Materials: naming and identifying different materials, sorting materials by their properties (eg is it flexible or rigid?), learning about man-made and natural materials, investigating the best material for different purposes.
PSHE 

Keeping safe, living in a wider world & E-safety
RE
What makes some places sacred? This investigation enables pupils to learn in depth from different religious and spiritual ways of life about places of worship for Christians, Jewish people or Muslims. 

Computing
Roicket to the moon: Developing keyboard and mouse skills through designing, building and testing individual rockets by creating a digital list of materials, using drawing software and recording data.
PE

We will be working on improving basic ball skills: bouncing and catching. In dance we will be developing fundamental movement skills. 
Pupils will be doing PE every Friday. 
Please can you ensure that your child comes to school wearing their PE kit on Fridays, they do not need to wear their uniform.  As pupils are not permitted to wear any jewellery for PE it helps if earrings and other jewellery are not worn to school on the PE day.  

Homework
Every Friday your child will be given:

· A piece of literacy work linked to the kearning objectives of the week
· A piece of maths work linked to the learning objectives of the week 

· A set of spellings to be learnt for a test every Friday
Helping your child at home

· Retell stories you have shared with your child and encourage them to use story language.

· Practise counting to 100 in ones and then 10s.

· Practise counting to 50 in 5s.

· Practise counting in 2s to 20.

· Order and write numbers to 100.

· Learn number bonds to 20.
