Year 2: Curriculum News – Spring Term 1 2022

This half term in Year 2 your child will be learning the following:

English – Areas of Study: Reading, reading comprehension, guided reading, literacy writing, grammar and punctuation, spellings and speaking and listening
Fiction Unit: Quest Stories

Explore quest stories through Lost and Found and The Way Back Home, by Oliver Jeffers. Study sentence types and experiment with tense. Write and perform own quest stories.

Non-fiction unit: We will be studying the text ‘A walk in London’
By the end of the unit pupils will create ‘A Walk in Manchester’ guidebook.
Poetry unit: The Owl and the Pussy-cat by Edward Lear, illustrated by Charlotte Voake, in which children explore the themes of the poem, write in role as the characters, create fictitious interviews, create lists of items and eventually innovate upon the poem to create their own versions.
How you can support your child: 
· Encourage your child to read a range of stories with different settings. 

· Discuss with your child the features of fiction and non-fiction texts.

· Listen to your child read a variety of texts at home including poetry, newspapers and magazines and ask them questions about what they have read.

· Encourage your child to create their own stories or tell you a story that they know.
· Encourage your child to talk about their books and complete book activities such as book reviews and character descriptions.
· Test your child on their half termly spellings and their definitions.
To help your child to improve their reading, encourage them to read at least three times a week and get their reading record signed each time.
Maths – Areas of Study –The maths curriculum covers Multiplication and Division and Statistics 
How you can support your child

· Practise mental maths skills at home regularly, particularly times tables. The children will be tested on their knowledge of times tables.
· Encourage your child to use Maths in everyday life. For example, counting out money, reading bus or television timetables, sharing out treats equally or weighing out ingredients. 

· Help them to complete their Maths homework.
· Practise their number bonds to 10, 20 and 100.
History Unit: Florence Nightingale
· Study people who have made significant contributions both nationally and internationally.

· Learn about their achievements 

· Be inspired by these role models to dream of what you might achieve in the future. 
Geography Unit: Let’s go on Safari
· Explore Africa with a focus on Kenya.  Children will learn about the physical geography of Kenya and study the animals they would find there.
Science - Areas of Study: Living in Habitats

· Exploring the difference between things that are alive and things that are dead.

· Finding out what a habitat is.

· Finding out about the plants and animals that live in a seaside habitat.
· Finding out about plants and animals that live in habitats far away from us.
· Finding out about micro-habitats.
· Finding out about food chains in different habitats.
