In Y3 this half term your child will be learning the following:

English 

· ‘Escape from Pompeii by Christina Balit

· Diary writing

· Writing narratives, descriptions, recounts & instructions (fiction & non-fiction)
· Poetry – ‘A Tear Thief’

How you can support your child: 

· Listen to them read at home, ask them questions about their book and encourage reading for pleasure.  To help your child to improve their reading, encourage them to read at least three times a week and get their reading record signed each time. 
· Research Roald Dahl, read about his life and other amazing books he’s written.
· Read books by a variety of authors both fiction and non-fiction.
· Read as many real life instructions as possible – DIY, recipes, arts and crafts etc.
· Help them to complete their homework.
· Practise their spellings with them.
· Listen to them reading poetry out loud.
Our day for changing reading books is FRIDAY. All reading books must be in school DAILY
Library books are changed fortnightly on Mondays. 
Maths   
Addition, subtraction, multiplication & division, geometry and fractions
Revision of key number work, times tables and division facts and Club 99 
How you can support your child

· Practise mental maths skills at home regularly, particularly times tables. It is important that pupils know their times tables and can recall the corresponding division facts 
e.g. 6 x 4 = 24, 24 ÷ 6 = 4.

· Encourage your child to use maths in everyday life. For example, counting out money to pay in shops, reading bus or television timetables, sharing out treats equally or weighing out ingredients. 

· Encourage your child/play games with them – maths snap, hit the button, bingo etc.
Science 
Areas of Study: Rocks, soils & fossils.
How you can support your child:

· Make a collection of stones and rocks, examine them closely and make notes on your observations. Try to identify some of the rock that you find. 

· Discuss how different rocks are used as building materials.
· Discuss how fossils are created and what they actually are.

· Look at the role of an archaeologist in more detail.

History – The Romans
This half term we are studying the Romans. The pupils will be finding out about Romans, looking at Roman people from Emperors to soldiers and also looking at what Roman life was like in Britain.

· To understand the terms ‘invade’ and ‘settle’ and to place the Romans on a timeline.
· To find out why and how the Romans successfully invaded Britain Roman soldiers.
· To find out who was in Britain when the Romans invaded and learn about their way of life.

Geography – Where does our food come from?
This half term we will be looking at food and where it comes from, this will involve where crops are grown and looking at the right climates for different foods. We’ll also be investigating where food comes from when we can’t make/grow our own food!

· To understand that the food we eat comes from many different places around the world.

· To know how land in temperate, tropical and Mediterranean climate zones are used to produce food.

· To describe the way in which land in tropical biomes is being changed to enable more food to be produced.
· To explain how land is used to produce food in the United Kingdom.
· To understand and describe the trade links that enable food from around the world to be sold in the United Kingdom.
