In Y6 this half term your child will be learning the following:
English
Areas of Study: Macbeth – William Shakespeare, Narrative Poetry, Argument and Debate, Short Stories – Mystery, The Dreadful Menace – Literacy Shed, grammar and punctuation, spellings and speaking and listening  
Class book – The Goldfish Boy  

How you can support your child: 

· Encourage your child to read a range of texts such as newspapers, leaflets, stories  

· Talk to your child about their reading book and complete book activities such as book reviews and character descriptions 

· Encourage your child to do independent writing such as story writing, recounts and descriptions  

· Test your child on their half termly spellings 

· Go through Big Talk home learning ready to complete Big Write on Monday 

Maths 

Areas of Study: Number – written methods for addition, subtraction, multiplication and division

Problem solving – multi step, number and place value, geometry, statistics, BODMAS, number fractions and measurement. 

How you can support your child:

· Practise mental maths skills at home regularly, particularly times tables and division facts 

· Go through homework
· Test your child on their maths vocabulary and definitions 

Science – Seeing Light  
Areas of Study: 
· Planning different types of scientific enquiries to answer questions, including recognising and controlling variables where necessary

· Reporting and presenting findings from enquiries, including conclusions, causal relationships and explanations of and degree of trust in results, in oral and written forms such as displays and other presentations

· Recognise that light appears to travel in straight lines

· Use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain that objects are seen because they give out or reflect light into the eye

· Explain that we see things because light travels from light sources to our eyes or from light sources to objects and then to our eyes

· Use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain why shadows have the same shape as the objects that cast them

How you can support your child:
· Research the above areas of study with your child 
Geography – Local study – Manchester     

Pupils will find out about the human and physical features of Manchester with a strong focus on their local area, Cheetham Hill. They will also study the UK's economic activity, land use, settlements, climate, upland areas and England's longest rivers with clear links to their local area. 
How you can support your child:

· Research the above areas of study with your child
· Look at maps of Manchester, key locations within the city and land use   

Art - Make My Voice Heard 

Pupils will explore art with a message, looking at the works of Pablo Picasso and Käthe Kollwitz and through the mediums of graffiti, drawing, painting and sculpture, creating artworks with a message

Pupils will be doing PE on the following day:

Homework
